The hall is decorated with state flags of Russia and the USA. The national anthems of
Russia and the United States sound. During the performance of national anthems, all present
are standing. Invited guests speak at the ceremony. After this, the members of the official
delegations of Russia and the United States are introduced, exchanging greetings and / or
credentials.

The protocol defines the time and place of negotiations, the circle of officials who take
part in the conversation from both one and the other.

The work in the commissions is carried out at three levels: higher, high and expert.

The highest level is the joint work of heads of state and / or government,

High level is joint work of deputy heads of government, ministers;

Expert level is joint work of deputy ministers and invited representatives of the expert
community in a given direction.

Based on the results of work, a protocol is drawn up in each Commission.

Outcome of Intergovernmental Consultation

The result of the «Intergovernmental Consultations» will be the joint development by
the parties of proposals for cooperation between the two countries in the framework of the
affected areas.

During the Summit, the heads of relevant ministries and departments of Russia and the
United States will sign protocols on cooperation in their fields. The result of the Summit will be
the signing of a joint Communique. Presidents of two countries. According to the results of the
Summit, a press announcement of the media will be given.

The closing ceremony of the Summit. The hall is decorated with state flags of Russia and
the USA.

The national anthems of Russia and the United States sound. During the performance
of national anthems, all present are standing. The ceremony is the solemn signing of the
joint Communique. Heads of delegations are presented with a document for signature, then
photographing of delegations takes place.

Basic concepts and recommendations

rotocol — This is a set of rules, traditions and conventions respected by governments,
foreign affairs departments, other state institutions and diplomatic missions, as well as
officials in international communication.

In the public form of the international relations the adherence to the protocol is
mandatory, as a possible departure from the generally accepted rules, or their violation, can
damage the prestige of the concerned country or of its official representatives and, therefore,
lead to complications in the relations between states.

Protocol formulas used in the development of intergovernmental documents-protocols,
memoranda, communiques, etc.

Summit - meeting and negotiations of heads of state and/or government.

Official visits

The official visits are the highest form of visits of foreign delegations and states
representatives. As a rule, they are held during the first official visit to the country by a high
representative, or in case both countries consider it as an expedient for political reasons, being
it the most appropriate form of visit.

1. Meeting ceremony: Officials accompanying the head of the foreign state and officials of
the hosting country participate at the meeting ceremony. The meeting ceremony includes an
exchange of greetings, fanfares, the performance of the national hymns, official photography,
and the presentation of the members of the official delegations of the two countries.

2. Short conversation of the heads of the govemment. Within the framework of the official
visit, it is possible that a short conversation takes place between the heads of the government,
according to the protocol, or a conversation with microphones in case of already-achieved
agreements.

3. Negotiations, conversations, signature of documents

Negotiations between foreign Heads of State are hosted by the President of the hosting
country. Within the framework of the visit, negotiations and talks can be held according to the

program. These entail the Head of Government or other authorities of the hosting country and
the Head of State and member of the delegation of a foreign country.

4. Lunch (breakfast). Lunch (breakfast), as a rule, is commonly hosted on behalf of the
President of the hosting country. During the lunch (breakfast) an exchange of speeches takes
place, whose written translation is present on the table.

According to the convention, a response protocol to the event is not necessary.

5. Commemorative presents. During the official visits, it is a common rule to offer presents
to the high authorities hosted, offered by the President of the hosting country.

The credentials are documents certifying the representative character of a diplomatic
authority and accredit him in the representational capacity in a foreign country. Credentials are
addressed to the Head of the hosting state, and are signed by the Head of the State appointing
the diplomatic delegation, and by the Minister of Foreign Affairs. Credentials are issued to
ambassadors, envoys, as well as heads of special (extraordinary) delegations.

The communiqué is an official communication from the highest state authorities, foreign
relations organs, representatives of various states or international organizations regarding any
area of interstate relations, course or results of negotiations, ongoing hostilities, etc. Other than
its pure informational tasks, the communiqué often possess a more important responsibility,
underlining the countries’ position on political and legal problems, assessing them and
promulgating the commitments, goals and intentions of the stakeholders. Communiqués may
also include materials containing documented results of interstate contacts.

Correct dress code

Recommended clothing for men:

+ In any solemn occasion, it is appropriate to wear a casual plain-colored costume and
conservative design, carefully ironed, supplemented with a clean shirt and a beautiful tie. Bow
ties are accepted only in official cases.

+ Itis recommended to wear a white shirt for particularly responsible and festive events.
At less important events, you can wear a shirt of some other light color. The tie can be any, but,
preferably, plain and not bright.

+ In an official setting, the jacket should always be buttoned (the bottom button of the
jacket is not fastened).

+ Shoes with thick soles, sports shoes and sandals are suitable only for sportswear, but
not for the official events.

« Handkerchief should be made of white fabric or colored silk.

Recommended clothing for women

Unlike men, women enjoy greater freedom in choosing the style of clothing, material and
color of the fabric. This provides more opportunities to choose such styles of clothes that are
most suited to individual tastes.

General recommendations:

«+ It is recommended to wear plain-colored clothes, with modest lines and moderate
tones;

+ Itis not recommended to wear a lot of jewelry;

« It is mandatory to wear stockings to any solemn event, independently of any
atmospheric condition or temperature.
